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The attached cards are a set of random quotes of Jesus. These were
originally put together as a tool for Spiritual Direction. They have since
been used in small group discussions and in families.

There is no right or wrong way to use them. A card may be drawn at
random or they can be laid face up and people can choose the one they
are most drawn to. Use them for discussion groups, personal meditation
or spiritual direction prayer times.

Allowing people to contemplate a verse in their own context allows them
to listen for God’s voice, interpreting what they know about their verse to
their own life context.

Following each verse there are several cue questions. People can answer
one or more of the questions sharing what flows from memories,
meanings, emotions and wonderings.

God’s spirit is actively working and breathing through scripture, speaking
into our various cultures, and individual life experiences is a rather odd
mystical mix.
